London is so large that visitors must learn to use buses and the underground to get
about. London taxis are too expensive for any but the rich. You can get a map of the
underground and the bus routes at any ticket office. The word “Underground” across
a large circle shows you where the stations are. The London underground is called
the “tube”.

Bus stops are marked clearly. In the suburbs buses do not stop unless there are
passengers who wish to get on or off. These stops are marked “Request Steps™.
Inside some buses you will see the notice: ’Please, state you destination clearly and
have the exact fare ready”. It is easy enough to tell the conductor where you want to
go to, but not always possible to have the exact fare. The conductor will always give
you the change.

The London buses are very large. They have seats both upstairs and downstairs.
English children like to sit on the front seats of a big London bus. They can see
everything that is happening in the streets.

In Great Britain traffic keeps to the left. Motor-cars, buses and cyclists must all keep
to the left side of the road. In most other countries traffic keeps to the right. There is
heavy traffic in London and you must observe traffic rules.

Transport in Britain

You can reach England either by plane, by train, by car or by ship. The fastest way
is by plane. London has three international airports: Heathrow, the largest, connected
to the city by underground; Gatwick, south of London, with a frequent train service:
Luton, the smallest, used for charter flights.

If you go to England by train or by car you have to cross the Channel. There is a
frequent service of steamers and ferryboats which connect the continent of the south-
east of England.

People in Britain drive on the left and generally overtake on the right. The speed
limit is 30 miles per hour (50km/h) in towns and cities and 70 m.p.h (110km/h) on
motorways.

When you are in London you can choose from four different means of transport:
bus, train, underground or taxi. The typical bus in London is a red double-decker.
